APPLICATION AND CONTRACT
FOR BOOTH SPACE

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Booth Rental
The fee for rental of exhibit space is
$1075 per 8' x 10' booth for ASDSO
Members (or $830 for Sustaining
Members), or $1,400 for non-members
and includes standard pipe and drape,
one six-foot draped table and two
chairs, identification sign,
wastebasket, one (110 volt) outlet, and
one free registration to the conference
and its activities.  Your company will
also be recognized in the program and
during the conference.  Additional
needs such as computer or added
power, decoration, and related
services will be charged to the
EXHIBITOR as appropriate by the hotel
or exhibition company.  The exhibit fee
is due upon submittal of this contract.
EXHIBITORS will be unable to install
exhibits without prior payment of rental
fee, which may be paid as late as
August 2, 2010, but no later.

Liability
The EXHIBITOR assumes entire
responsibility and hereby agrees to
protect, indemnify, defend and save
ASDSO and the Washington State
Convention and Trade Center (WA
CTC) and its employees and agents
harmless against any claims arising
out of EXHIBITOR’S occupancy or use
of the exhibition premises, excluding
any such liability proven to be caused
by the sole negligence of the WA CTC
and its employees and agents.

The EXHIBITOR hereby enters into a
covenant not to sue the Association of
State Dam Safety Officials (ASDSO) for
any or all incidents arising out of all
claims arising out of EXHIBITOR’s
occupancy or use of the exhibition
premises, in consideration for the
opportunity to exhibit at the conference.
In addition, EXHIBITOR acknowledges
that neither ASDSO nor the WA CTC
maintains insurance covering

EXHIBITOR’s property and that it is the
sole responsibility of the EXHIBITOR to
obtain such insurance.

Installation and Dismantling
It is agreed that it is the duty and
responsibility of each EXHIBITOR to
install his/her exhibit before the
opening of the exhibition, unless
previously arranged with ASDSO staff,
between 10:00 am and 6:00 pm on
September 19, 2010 and to dismantle
the exhibit between 8:00 am and 12:00
p.m. on September 22, 2010.  Nothing
will be posted, tacked, nailed, screwed
or otherwise attached to columns,
walls, floors or other parts of the
building or furniture.  Distribution of
promotional gummed stickers or
labels is strictly prohibited.  Anything in
connection therewith necessary or
proper for the protection or repair of the
building, equipment or furniture will be
at the expense of the EXHIBITOR.

Service Contractor/Drayage
All exhibit materials should be shipped
to GES, Inc., and will be stored by them
until delivered to the booths on
September 19.  More information on
shipping and drayage, as well as
additional services and equipment
rental forms will be provided to you in a
complete exhibitor’s kit by GES, Inc.
before the conference.  *Please Note:
The WA CTC does not have storage
facilities for exhibit materials or
equipment shipped prior to the
Conference, therefore the EXHIBITOR
agrees to ship advance materials (if
any) to GES.
